If a Title I school doesn’t make AYP in the same subject for two
years in a row, the school must offer its students transfer option(s).
After three years of not making AYP in the same subject, a Title I
school must offer special tutoring services, known as supplemen-
tal educational services (SES), to economically disadvantaged stu-
dents while continuing to offer transfer option(s) to all students.

An increasing number of schools achieved School of Excel-
ence and School of Distinction status in 2008-09.

In 2008-09, WCPSS had 12 schools named School of Excel-
lence or Honor School of Excellence and 50 named School of
Distinction. That compares with four Honor Schools of Excel-
lence and 26 Schools of Distinction for 2007-08.

Under the state ABCs of Public Education, a school earns
recognition as an Honor School of Excellence when 90 percent
of students are successful on state testing, the school met or
exceeded expected growth and the school met the federal No
Child Left Behind standard of AYP.

Schools are recognized as Schools of Excellence when 90 per-
cent of students are successful on state testing, the school met or
exceeded expected growth, but the school did not achieve AYP,

Schools of Distinction have more than 80 percent of students
scoring proficient on state
assessments and meeting 60
growth standards.

WCPSS had 8 percent of
its schools achieve School of
Excellence in 2008-09 com- = o
pared with 5.1 percent state- = ,,
wide. WCPSS had 33 percent
of its schools achieve School
of Distinction in 2008-09
compared with 20.4 percent
statewide.

WCPSS and Growth Standards

WCPSS had 138 of 156 schools make high growth or expect-
ed growth during the 2008-09 school year compared with 127 of
151 schools in 2007-08.

Growth is calculated by averaging the academic growth of
all the students in a school and comparing it to the growth stu-
dents were expected to make. If the average gain is equal to or
greater than the expectation, then the school is said to have”met
its growth target.” If 60 percent of the students in the school
meet their individual growth targets, then the school is deemed
to have met“high growth.”
